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JURISPRUDENCE ISSUES FROM THE IMAM AL-SHAFTI’Il SCHOOL,
EXTRACTED FROM THE CHAPTER ON PURIFICATION

A COLLECTION AND STUDY.

Abstract

The research collects and studies purification jurisprudence issues according to
Imam Al-Shafei School. It was divided into an introduction, preface, three chapters
and a conclusion. The preface included three topics: The first topic: Defining the
authenticated jurisprudential issues in the doctrine of Imam Al Shafi'l, it contains
five sections. The second topic: the lawful sentence of authentication according to
the Shafi’is, and the lawful sentence on attributing the authenticated sayings to
Imam Shafi’i, and the judging one chain to be sounder than another, and it contains
two sections. The third topic: the fundamental of authentication according to the
Shafi’is, and the owners of authentication from the Shafi’l’s Imams, and the terms
that shall be met in the authenticator, and the contextual meanings of authentication
according to the Shaafa'is, and it contains three sections.

The First Chapter deals with the authenticated jurisprudential issues in the tile of
water. The causes of the Hadath, and it contains five topics. The Second Chapter
deals with the authenticated jurisprudential issues in the title of ablution, wiping over
the shoes, washing (ghusl), and impurity, and it contains seven topics. The Third
Chapter deals with the authenticated jurisprudential issues in the tile of dry ablution
(Tayammum) and it contains six topics. The Fourth Chapter deals with the
authenticated jurisprudential issues in the tile of menstruation, and it contains four
topics. The general approach is the inductive and analytical approach. The most
important issues will be extrapolated in the research and then analyzed during the
comparative study. As for the detailed approach, I mentioned in it the approach to
studying the jurisprudential issue and the method of commentary and
marginalization. The conclusion contains the selected definition for the
authentication of furu’ on furu’, and authentication in issues not stipulated by the
Imam; in addition to issues where two sayings have been made by the imam and the
correct one is that it the issue is permissible. Moreover, ruling should not be
attributed to Imam Al-Shafi’i uless it was stated or done by the Imam.

The researcher recommends completing the draft of authenticated jurisprudential
issues in the doctrine of Imam Shafi’l, and tries to publish it for researchers and
scholars.
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
